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Conditions for the KA1 Action — Applying for grants at the
national agencies in Europe — Individual mobility/Professional training and
education

Helpful guidelines:

1.) Registration
Why do | have to register for Erasmus+?
All applicants and project partners have to register under URF (Unique Registration Facility) database
to obtain a PIC number (Participant Identification Code). You will enter your PIC number in the
application form. The number will be used to identify the applicants and partner organisations. Each
institution can register only once, in other words, each institution can only have one PIC number.
What is the due date for registering?
You will have to register before you apply for the first grant.
What is the PIC number?
PIC stands for Participant Identification Code. You will be given this number automatically by the
system when you finish your registration in URF. You need this number to be able to apply for a
grant.

2.) Applying possibilities for institutions (European development plan)
Within the new program for education, educational institutions are receiving an increased value,
since not only do they have new possibilities for working with partners in the field of general adult
education but also educational mobility for individuals inside the institutional frames. The individual
applicants are no longer applying for grants themselves; this applying process is now replaced with
an institutional application, which means that the educational institution will apply for the grant. In
other words, institutions involving general adult education can apply for one or more mobility grants
for their personnel within a fixed timeframe. All mobility grants within this frame are summarised in
a strategy program (European development plan) determined by the institution. The need for
professional education and adequate spreading within educational institutions inside EcoMedia-
Europe has to be considered. Having this in mind, it is important to say that digital learning is a focus
of the European educational politics as seen by the European Commission.

3.) Duration of the professional education and individual mobility — Action KA1
From 2 days to 2 months. It is possible to apply for multiple projects. Each educational institution is
allowed to hand in only one application within one application round, and the application can involve
multiple activities.
Note: Include E-Twinning in the preparation. No quantity limitations inside countries.

4.) Quality criterion for evaluating the applications (how to award points)
The national agencies asses their KA1- applicants for the professional educational programs — also
those of the European educational network EcoMedia-Europa — according to following criteria:
100 points can be awarded per application; at least 60 points for approving the individual mobility.

a.) Relevance of the mobility project (max. 30 points possible).

It is important to acknowledge that the European educational network EcoMedia-Europa, which is
cooperating with 8 universities, national and regional school authorities, pedagogical academies,
science schools and has partners from 26 nations, has been successfully working for the European
commission for the past 10 years. Its main duty is providing professional education for obtaining
skills and competences in information communication technologies for universities, general
secondary education institutions and vocational schools.

b) Concept quality (possible 40 points)

It is advisable to attach a provisional conference program and the invitation letter (check the Internet
homepage www.ecomedia-europe.net) to the application. From the provisional conference program
it is visible how wide the international experience-exchange and the subject competence of the
speakers are. E-Twinning should be inserted for presenting the preparation and post processing,
goals and planned activities, criteria for choosing the participants, provisions for acknowledging the
professional educational program.

Note: Each participant will get a certificate of the European educational network EcoMedia-Europe
after successfully finishing the educational program.

c) Outcomes and dissemination (30 points)

As a result of successfully finished professional educational program, the participant’s institution, as
well as its region, will profit in spreading the outcomes of the program, thus developing

European values. Also, the participant will present the outcomes to his/her colleagues in his/her
institution.Present and spread the outcomes, skills and competences outside the school, for
example, in the region, via professional associations and via E-Twinning.

5.) Application deadline KA1 Action Erasmus+ professional educational program
(individual mobility): 4th March 2015
Each educational institution (universities, school authorities, general secondary education
institutions and vocational schools) is applying in its own sector to its national agency under
Erasmus+ KAL.
